· Author Correspondence: author for ATBF to correspond with regarding the submission (name, address and email).

· Objective and Introduction: state the issue to be discussed.

· Method: briefly describe the manner in which the study was conducted or problem investigated.

· Results and Discussion: briefly describe and discuss findings.

· Conclusion: state conclusions or solutions considering the relevance of the study to others in the field.

· Key words: up to 3 key words used in the abstract.
